Instructions for the Candidates of LDCE for SDE(T)

1): ‘Candidates should note that their eligibility is provisional. Issue of Admit Card does not
construed the eligibility. Candidates, in their own interest, may confirm their eligibility
before appearing in the LDCE.

2) Use Black Ball Point Pen Only for OMR answer sheet. Gel Pens/Pencils are not allowed.
Do not put stray marks anywhere on the OMR Answer Sheet.

3) Since answers and other particulars in Paper-l and Paper-ll are to be filled with black ball
point pen, there is no provision for change of answers by eraser / blade / white fluid etc.
Therefore, all particulars including answers are to be filled in very carefully. Kindly note
that the OMR Answer Sheet will not be replaced under any circumstances.
